Notes from Chuck:

Regarding a rollover on the milestones – he thought that was a good idea with the milestone title and maybe a sentence to tell you what you have to do. When you click you get the whole milestone.

He expected a link on the milestone seminar circle dot where he would start working. Nothing happened, but he says it says "Getting Started" under the circle dot. He says he thinks it should come up like this:
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(An alternative would be to replace the nav bar on the left with the map on the top, however, he suggested that we just put the main line through the circle dots and then you could click on one of them to open up the loop. Would it be a smaller loop.)

He wants the nav bar on the left linked to both the milestones and the logbook. He says it is OK if a reference pops up in another window. (would we have trouble with something hiding behind the windows?)

The milestone panel could have an option to close it so that when you are working on data analysis and posters, you don't have to keep it open. Chuck thought it would not be too distracting if you were doing a number of analyses because you would know what you were doing. But it would take up less space if you also had the data window open.

He wants the dots on the logbook nav bar and the map to work the same way – open circles mean I have not done anything yet; dots filled in with the map color mean I am working on this milestone. He thought the kids should be able to e-mail the teacher when they are finished with a milestone so the teacher would know to check their logbook.

He wonders if you can type directly in the logbook rather than have yet another window pop up particularly since it comes in the same window as the second-level references. We looked at the molecular workbench and he liked the fact that everything was in the same window. We have more stuff than they do, so he thought if we had 2 windows, the main window and  the logbook/milestone window. 

We could add a vertical line with the colored circle dots going to the left on the logbook nav bar so it was more graphical. Maybe we could put the loop on the logbook nav bar if we wanted to have a visual. Not sure where we would do this.

When you open a paper logbook, he says you go the page you were last working on. So can we open the logbook at the place where the student was last working with the associated milestone?

In the site overview, he thought assessment should pop up a little yellow box because when nothing popped up, he felt as if it were broken. So, even tho we know there is no sub nav bar, the newbie does not.

We have to fix the index for home to match the new links.

He thinks we have too many words.

Cool science needs to be cool. He wondered if we had an animation that showed the cosmic rays coming to hit the detector and then showing what happened next. I showed your detector animation which sort of does that but without the sexy part of the cosmic rays. So maybe we can think about how to do that for cool science – which is sort of what we were talking about anyway.

Assemble Evidence Milestone needs a sentence to send students to look at the work of other students. (I added a sentence here.)

Check your logbook for plots that support or do not support your ideas. Based on your notes, list plots that you think should appear in your published results. Search for plots from other research groups that support or do not support your results and should be cited in your results.
