www13 adding new teachers to work in new e-Labs
Steps to make the users needed to develop an e-Lab
First use an SQL command to add the new e-Lab to the project table.  First check what the current e-Labs are in the table and their ids.  

In e-Lab parlance, a user is a research_group.  Each e-Lab needs a guest users, a user to define the references for the milestones,  a user with the role teacher and a user with the role student.  These allow a thorough testing of the e-Lab.

We need to establish these users (research_groups) under a teacher associated with the e-Lab. Making a new teacher  is not absolutely necessary because the directory paths for research groups are under a teacher, but then the research_group can have multiple e-Labs under their name.  It just seems to make more sense to group them under a teacher who primarily is associated with a particular e-Lab. So far we have users under Tom Jordan for Cosmics, under Beth Marchant for CMS, under Kris Whelan for ATLAS (amelia) and under Dale Ingram for Ligo.  In the case of ATLAS, we already had Kris Whelan in the system.  We need to have a teacher for Star. 
To make a new teacher,  login as qnteacher   (qnteacher has no teacher associated with it and no userarea or academic year.)   It was probably added by hand or else in the SQL.

addGroup.jsp?role=teacher  using cosmic portal:

You need to add a teacher with a school, city, and state that is associated with the e-Lab and then give them a research group name (user/login name).  In most cases, the school has actually been the QuarkNet center associated with the e-Lab (Fermilab for Cosmic,)

In the case of Star, we will use “starteacher”and we will set them up to use the star e-Lab by choosing it in the pull-down menu.   Note: you should enter the new e-Lab into the project table before you make this teacher.  (see above)

Once the new teacher and his/her login (starteacher) has been created, we need to make more users (research_groups).

Next I want to make a student user for this e-Lab.  We need this to see the study guide.

I can still use the cosmic e-Lab to do this, but I have to be sure to select the new e-Lab for this user.  CHECK THIS.   The  student research group can be starstudent.   I will want to change the password for this research group right away.   I will have to make some arbitrary student name and not check take exam to avoid having to take the presurvey if there is one.  There probably isn’t a presurvey at the beginning, but there might be one in the future.

Next I want to make a guest user,  I use the same method I did for starstudent.  I will make the password guest.   Here is will be starguest.  

Finally, I need to make the refmaker user. 

Reference Maker     - starrefmaker  and give it a good password  (e.g., rh1c)
I will need to edit elab_name.jsp to have these names.
